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Does the documentation identify the 
disability with specificity?

Student Services will let the 
student know the provider needs to 

supply additional documentation 
to confirm additional disabilities.

An intake interview will be conducted 
with the student to gather additional 
subjective information and history. 

The application will then move on to 
a review of the accommodation 

request(s).

The application is reviewed by the 
Disability Committee for approval 
of appropriate accommodations.

The confidential process of requesting accommodations for a documented 
disability begins with submission of the required documentation to

1. Request for Accommodations for Disabilities Application (RADA)

2. Third Party Disability Documentation from your provider
